Mobilizing research to support inequality-reduction policies

Since 2017, AFD has been delegated by the European Commission to implement the EU-AFD 
Research Facility on Inequalities, which continued to fund research on inequalities in 2024, 
particularly in Indonesia, Mexico, Colombia, and South Africa. In 2024, several key milestones 
highlighted this approach:

The 16th International Development Research Conference, 
under the theme “From research to action”.

The publication of “Inequalities in Sub-Saharan Africa: Multidi-
mensional Perspectives and Future Challenges”, a book  
produced in collaboration with the African Center of Excellence 
for Inequality Research.

The publication of several papers on inequalities, inclusion,  
and poverty.

A shared reference framework  
on inequalities

In December 2023, AFD and the OECD signed an agreement 
to support the Community of Practice on Poverty and 
Inequalities (COP-PI). This partnership resulted in:
